Profile:
- Internationally renowned self-taught French sculptor 
- His favourite material: stone which he carves directly, guided by his inspiration. 

- For Daum, a collection of feminine sculptures with sensual and mysterious curves.

Biography (1909 - 2003)
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Born in Valence in the Drôme region in 1909, André Deluol celebrated femininity: his women are always in languorous poses full of sensuality. He won first prize at the Florence Blumenthal Foundation, and the Edouard Sandoz Grand Prix. His work is exhibited in many museums including the Musée d'Art Moderne in Paris, and also in Poitiers, Nîmes, Valence, Amsterdam, and most importantly the "Temple du Soleil" at St Michel de l’Herm in the Vendée region, where 150 of his direct carving works from 1929 to the present day are now on show. He often produced State commissions, such as the bas-relief in the Pavillon de Sèvres in the 1937 International Exhibition in Paris, as well as medals for the Monnaie de Paris (Mint). 

André Deluol for Daum
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"Pastorale", produced in 1987, full of the transparency of “ pâte de cristal”: the mystery of a female figure taken by surprise in the blaze of an unreal light.

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"Féminité", produced in 1990, sculpts the female body and a metamorphosis with great sensuality, evoking a plant-like mystery.

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"Isadora", produced in 1992, evokes the curves of a female lyre player.

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"Invocation", produced in 1993, sensually evokes the prayer or dance of a woman calling on divinities.

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"Rhea", produced in 1994, the goddess of Earth and Sky, was the mother of Zeus (the king of the gods), Poseidon (the god of the sea) and many other gods, whom she hid from her brother and husband Cronos, who wanted to devour them. For this reason she occupies a very important place in the Greek pantheon, and is considered as the source of all fertility and the mistress of life force.

"Amphitrite", produced in 1995, is the symbol of the love inspired by a young and beautiful woman.This goddess lived at the bottom of the sea in the palace of her father, Nereus. Poseidon fell madly in love with her and had her brought to him by a procession of dolphins so that he could marry her.
