Biography 
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Annette Jalilova




Formerly a dancer with an American dancer who introduced Modern Jazz to France in the 1970s, Annette Jalilova began sculpting ten years ago. Her aim was to represent the movements of the soul and emotions that cannot be rationalised, but live through the harmony of volumes in space. Sculpture has a vocabulary enabling her to express everything human beings possess in their innermost depths. In her way, she is the heir to the knowledge of great masters like Archipenko, Arp, Brancusi and Henry Moore. This contemporary artist gives an exceptional beauty and serenity to her works. With her marvellous manipulation of ridges and curves, she creates works of great sensitivity. The roundedness and dynamic forms of the female bodies to which she gives life are of astonishing perfection. The bodies are tense yet effortless, and express themselves in a sensual, harmonious choreography. Annette Jalilova likes mixing materials, freely combining bronze, terracotta and resin to give full expression to her sensuality. She produces highly contemporary sculpture, which consents to being figurative while never losing its spontaneity and power.

Her first meeting with Daum was in 2001 with a first sculpture, "L’Inséparable". This was one of a series of works articulating elements of the body, giving rhythm to characters in relation to each other. Her forms play with space and express an undulation, while preserving a carnal sensuality, harmony and richness.

In 2002, Annette Jalilova took up a new slender sculpture on a larger scale, "Eôs", in an edition of 350 copies. This work is inspired by Greek sculpture, where the essence of the male modelling is found in its balance, and that of the female body in its fullness. The piece is fragmented, but the line of the body continues beyond the break and gives force and coherence to this feminine sculpture. For the artist, the fullness and linearity of forms are vital in asserting sensuality.

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[image: image5.jpg]The piece "La belle endormie" (Sleeping Beauty) was produced in 2004 in 500 copies. This was the fruit of numerous reflections built up over the years: for Annette Jalilova, she feels that we should not ask ourselves what a work means, but rather to feel a desire to touch it, because emotion is more powerful than thought.

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"Ondine", edited in 2005 in 500 copies, is a work of great beauty and astonishing tranquillity. The curves are sensual and sensitive. This female body has an astonishing sense of bearing and dynamism, while preserving a curvature of rare perfection.
